in the year, the National Curriculum states that all children should be confident with all times tables
up to 12x12 by the end of Year 4. Rapid recall of these times tables gives all children an excellent

foundation on which they can build a wide variety of mathematical

skills. The government

introduced a Multiplication Times Tables Check (MTC) and the current Year 4s will do the

check this year in the week commencing Monday 9" June 2025.

The check will be delivered in small groups of approximately 6 children (on iPads) and will take

about five minutes to do; there are 25 times table questions. Your

child will be able to answer 3

practice questions before taking the actual check. They will then have 6 seconds to answer each
question. The class teacher will be with the children when they take the test to ensure consistency

and familiarity.

Alongside arithmetic sessions, games, TT Rockstars and intervention groups, the children have had

the opportunity to use the ‘try it out’ area of the website, which wil

| help them to become more

confident with the layout of the test and the timings, whilst also making sure they have the

necessary support required to access the check.

The outcome of the check should inform both us as a school and you as parents as to where each
child is in terms of their times tables knowledge. We can then celebrate their success and work

together to identify and address any gaps.

As with all statutory assessments, the result will be reported on the end of year report. There is

not a pass mark but the results will be used for future support and
absent on the day that the check is due to be administered, there i

gap-filling.
